A Message  
from Father Rick 
"Render therefore to Caesar that 
which is Caesar's and to God those 
things which are God's,” was Jesus’ 
reply to those who came to entrap 
him.  The Pharisees and Herodians 
must have anticipated that Jesus 
would oppose giving taxes to the 
Romans therefore finding a grave 
reason to hand him over to the power 
and authority of the Empire.  The 
governor was Pilate, and he was the 
man responsible for the collecting of 
taxes in Roman Judea. Having been 
shown a coin with the inscription of 
Caesar, Jesus perfectly escaped from 
their entrapment.
