since 2000 Jesus did very well in the past two 

Gospel readings.  His disciples 
began to believe in him when he 
changed gallons of water into wine 
at the wedding in Cana.  People 
spoke highly of him when he read 
the scroll of Isaiah and said at the 
end, “today this scripture passage 
is fulfilled in you hearing.”  This 
Sunday’s Gospel however, when 
he spoke about people who were 
not Jewish and yet received favor 
from God, his listeners could not 
take it.  They were so angry that 
they wanted to kill.  His own 
people could not accept that God 
could bless other people who 
belonged to other nations.  The 
Jews had the exclusivity of God’s 
calling and favor and no other 
nations.  This would change.  
Jesus came not just for the Jews, 
but for all people, specially for the 
lost and the sinners. Throughout 
the centuries, the Church may 
have instituted a lot of laws and 
requirements for believers, but 
looking back Jesus only required a 
couple of things; true repentance 
and to believe in Him.  Let us listen 
to Jesus and welcome Him into our 
lives and accept that others too are 
blessed. 
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
