The Road to Emmaus.  Seven miles is 
only about one or two hours walk and yet 
for the two disciples it must had been the 
longest walk of their lives.  It was a walk, 
away from defeat and frustrations, of 
failed promises and false hope.  These 
were their assumptions.  Jesus failed 
them.  After all he was executed and hung 
on the cross like any other criminals.  It 
was shameful and dangerous to remain in 
Jerusalem.  They had to find their way to 
start all over again. The Road to Emmaus 
is our road to.  Many times we are afraid 
of the real challenges in life and we would 
rather go to a place away from danger 
and persecution.  We would rather have 
the peace and security than live a life of 
danger and uncertainty.  For the two 
disciples even the scriptures could not 
open their mind of what was going on.  In 
the same manner, the Bible alone is not 
enough to make us change the course of 
our Journey.  Jesus explained to them the 
meaning of scriptures and yet they did not 
get it all.  Only when there was an 
exchange of gifts, hospitality on the part of 
the two disciples and the breaking of the 
bread on the part of Jesus that their eyes 
were opened and they understood.  Let us 
pray that the Eucharist we celebrate and 
receive will truly open our eyes to see 
Jesus in our Midst.
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
